Turn handlebar 
switch lever on • 1 . Of • 2 . to operate 
the R/ H or L/ H turn indicator (See fig . 2). 

Position • B . - rear parking flashers on. 

It is on the R/ H side of the handlebar and 
includes:

4th . and top gears are 
engaged by heel pressure on the rear end 
of the lever. To change down from higher to 
lower gears. pressure is exerted on the front 
end of the lever. 
The free position (neutral) is in between f irst 
and second gear and to locate It Is neces·

To adjust . loosen locknut A and screw in or 
out adjuster B filted on the L/ H side of the 
frame until the correct distance is obtained. 

Finally. tighten lock-nut A.
